Both domestic and wild rabid animals can transmit rabies
to healthy animals and human beings when their saliva comes
into contact with broken skin or mucous membranes. Contact

usually occurs through a bite, scratch or a lick. In Canada,
bats and raccoons are the main wildlife reservoirs for the

rabies virus.
